Selection Process:

If more than 20 athletes per gender apply from Canada to fence at the Vancouver World Cup, the following selection
criteria will be used:

e Top 9 Canadians — FIE Senior Ranking (21 days prior to the start of the event)
e  *Top 4 Junior in Canadian HPP Ranking (21 days prior to the start of the event)
e  *Top 2 Cadet in Canadian HPP Ranking (21 days prior to the start of the event)

*If an athlete appears in the top 9, the next Junior will be selected. Same situation will be for Cadet aged fencers, if an
athlete is in the top 9 in senior or top 4 in junior, the next cadet will be selected.

The final 5 selection will be based of the National Coach recommendation and will be selected by the following
committee (14 days prior to the event):

e National Coach

e HP Director

e Representative from the CFF Board
e Athletes Rep

e  CFF Executive Director

Please note all selected athletes must be valid CFF HP Program members and have a valid FIE license to be eligible to
compete at the 2023 Vancouver World Cup.
